GPI Generation Celebrates Roxy Harris’ New Ethnicities and Language Use 


New Ethnicities and Language Use is a study of self-representations of their own patterns of language use of a group of adolescents of mainly South Asian descent in West London. The study contributes to an analysis of the nature of ethnicity amongst Britain’s visible minorities.


“The children and grandchildren of South Asian migrants to the UK are living out British identities which go largely unrecognized, as dominant voices both inside and outside their communities seek to foreground and hold in place alternative positioning of them as primarily Sikhs, Hindus and Muslims or Indians, Pakistanis and Bangladeshis or Punjabi, Gujarati, Hindi, and Urdu speakers. This book emphasizes their everyday low-key Britishness, albeit a Britishness with new inflections. It is this sensibility that marks them as Brasians.”


Roxy Harris will talk on ‘Black & Brown British youth: from ethnic outsiders to insiders’. He will �be joined by Cise Barissever, a doctoral student at Kings College London, and Aisha Phoenix, a doctoral �student at Goldsmiths, University of London. They will both discuss their research on young people and �ethnicities.

Roxy Harris is a senior lecturer in the Education Department of Kings College, University of London. He is the author of New Ethnicities and Language Use (2006), Being Black (1981) and joint editor of a number of books including Language and Power (1990).
